 Section 1: Mayor Daniel J. Ursu and the Council of the City of Richmond Heights do 
hereby proclaim their support for the National Day of Prayer on May 3, 2007 and the Cleveland 
observance of the event and they do hereby urge all Citizens of the City of Richmond Heights to support 
the National Day of Prayer in whatever manner each Citizen determines is appropriate.
