A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE AN
AGREEMENT FOR THE ESTABLISHMENT OF REGIONAL COUNCIL
OF GOVERNMENTS FOR THE PURPOSE OF INVESTIGATING THE
POSSIBILITY OF CONSTRUCTING AND OPERATING A MULTI-
COMMUNITY RECREATIONAL FACILITY AND, IF FEASIBLE, TO
MOVE FORWARD WITH THE ESTABLISHMENT OF SUCH A
FACILITY.

WHEREAS, for a considerable period of time, the City of Richmidedyhts, through
the Mayor's Office, the Recreation Department and City Coume¥e met with and discussed
with the Cities of South Euclid and University Heights and the SouttideLyndhurst School
District Board of Education, as well as other political subdivisibe,dossibility of establishing
a multi-community recreational facility to serve the citizefisRichmond Heights and those
other political subdivisions; and

WHEREAS, it has been determined that the most appropriate laggl ® move
forward with exploring the possibility of constructing such a muthmunity recreational
facility is a regional council of governments established undept€ha67 of the Ohio Revised
Code; and

WHEREAS, this Council has reviewed a proposed "Agreement fablshment of
Regional Council of Governments" for the aforesaid purpose and detdrthatethe execution
of such an Agreement by the Mayor of the City of Richmond Heightsn appropriate step
toward establishment of a multi-community recreational facilitycdin®mically feasible;

NOW, THEREFORE, Be It Resolved by the Council of the City mhRond Heights,
State of Ohio, that:

Section1: The Mayor is hereby authorized to executed an Agreement for the
establishment of a regional council of governments for the purposavestigating the
possibility of constructing and operating a multi-community remeat facility and, if found to
be economically feasible by the Council to establish such atyaailcooperation with the City
of South Euclid, City of University Heights and the South Eucliddbhyrst School District
Board of Education in substantially the form set forth in ther&é&ment for Establishment of
Regional Council of Governments" attached hereto as Exhibit A andorated by reference
herein.

Section 2:  The Director of Finance is hereby authorized and directed t@@e
to a proper account the sum of $1,000.00 for the purposes set forth in tleendgteeferred to
in Section 1 of this Resolution.

Section 3: It is found and determined that all formal actions of this Council
concerning and relating to the adoption of this Resolution were adoptedojpea meeting of
this Council, and that all deliberations of this Council and anysafammittees that resulted in
such formal action, were in meetings open to the public, in compliaiite all legal
requirements, including Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.
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Section 4:  This Resolution shall take effect and be in force from and thfteearliest
period allowed by law.

THIS AGREEMENT is made and enfered into in Cuyahoga County, State of Chio,

WITHNESSETLL, that:

The parties t this Agreement {hembers™y, wishing to esteblish a Regional Couneil of
Governments pursuant to Chapter 167 of the Ohio Revised Code, consisting of the afore-
referenced political subdivisions, agree as follows:

L MAME. The name of the Regional Council shall be “Hillerest Heighis Area
Recreation Council” (the “Council™).

II. PURPOSE. The parpose of the Counctl hereby established is fo investigate the
possibility of construeting and operating & multi-community recreational facility, and if fownd 1o
be economically feasibie by the Council, fo construct, operate and offer quality recreational

progratamung al such fcility for the uilization and enjoyment of the residents of &l Member

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municipabities and currently enrolled students of all Member school districts, and doing all things

permitied by law to accomplish such purpose.

TEE. ADMINISTRATIVE AUTHORITY. The Council shall be established and

admrimstered 10 the folkowing manner:
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A Ezach mumnicipal corporation that 8 a party to this Apgreement shall have
o { 1) representative to the Council, which shall be the Moavor or such person prowvided
for in the emabling Ordinimcee or Resolution. Each MMavor shall similarly designate an
glternate who may act in place of the representative in his or her absence. Each school
district that is & panty 1o this Agreement shall ave ane (1) representative to the Cowncil,
which shall be the Superinendent or such person provided for in the enabling Resolution.
EBach Superintendent shall similarty designate an alternate who may act in place of the
represcntative in his or her absence,

B, Each mesmber of the Council shall be entitled to one (1) vobe on cach ttem:
under consideration. Voling shall be done by cach Member's BMavor, Superintendent o
alternates personally present, and no proxy or shsentia voting shall be allowed.

. The Council shall mest within thisty {30) days after the execution of thiz
Agrecment by all parties ot a timee and plece to0 be designated by the Mayor of South
Euclid, who shall act as temporary chaimman at soch first meeting. The fisst order of
buzincss shall be the clection of a Preswdent, Secretary and Tressurer and such other
olficers &s the Council may desire.  All officers shall hold office for a tenm of one (1)
vear or umtil a successor is elected and qualified,  OHfficers shall serve without
compensation. The Council shall have the suthonty to adopt 385 own mles and by-laws

by a majority vote of all of its Members, except as otherwise specifically provided in this



Agrecment. 1o govern ils proceslings, the conduct of 82 business and o take any other
action il iz perrmiiexE 1o do by law,

. HEARC DIRECTOE.

The Council shall appoint 2 dircctor by an affumsative vode of the mmanmity of the
tMemnbers {"EHrecior™l.  The Director shall be responsible for the day-to-day operatton of the
Council and the Commis=sion. The Director shall mect ot least monthly with the Council so thai
the Members may review the activities of the program, inclwading buat nod limited fo, budgetary,
wonstruction and progron planning, opetions, and stalf and program evaluations, The Director
shall serve at the pleasure of the Coundcal. znd may be removed by an affiemative vote of the
majority of the Manbers. The Dircctor may be compensated.

The Director, with iopar from the Commissioners and the Treaswrer az hereinafler
defined, shall construct an annoal budger reflecting estimated revenues and expenditures
necessary fo carmy out the Councal’s purpose. Such budpget shall be approved by a majority of the
MMembers of the Council, and the Council shall incur no expenses during the fiscal yvear nod
coversd by said edget, unless the majority of the Members ave otherwise given their prior
consent.  Within sixty (80} days of the close of the fiscal year, the Director and the Treaserer
shall prepare annual reportis which show, in detail, the revenues and expenditures of the Council
tor the previous fisgal year. The Diirecior shall disseminate said anneal report (o each Meamber
and Commissioner.

Any Commissioner may, of any fime, resien, by
written resignation deliverad to the Secretary of the Commission, and such resignation
shall, umnlesz otherwise speafied therein, be effective apon such defivery,  The
Comimission shall, in fhe event of the desth, resignation, moompetency. o change of
residence status outgide of the appointing municipality of sy Commissioner, declare
vocant the office of such Commissioner (“INsgqoalified Commissioner™).
