CLEVELAND METROPARKS UPDATES 

As we all navigate through these unprecedented times with COVID-19, we see more people 

visiting area parks to maintain good physical and mental health. The Cleveland Metroparks 

webpage has published information to help keep you and your family safe as you exercise 

outdoors. Although most parks remain open, closures are listed on the website. All guests 

should follow these safe practices when visiting the parks: 

• Think first: do not use the parks or trails if you are exhibiting symptoms. 

• Follow best hygiene practices recommended by the CDC washing hands frequently. 

• Practice social distancing giving others proper space of at least six feet at all times. 

• Prepare for your trip; be prepared for limited access to public restrooms and water 

fountains that may be closed for your safety. 

• Share the trail and warn others as you pass. 

• Avoid playgrounds: all playgrounds and outdoor fitness stations are closed for safety. 

• “Pack in, pack out”: bring a suitable trash bag for any disposable items you may have.
