July 15th Municipal
Tax Filing Deadline

Due to COVID-19 precautions, we cannot offer walk-in
service this tax season. However, if you file with a RITA
municipality, here are four ways to file:

1. File online using
FastFile or MyAccount
at RITAChio.com.

3. Visit our Brecksville or
Cleveland Heights locations and
place your completed return or
uncompleted tax documents in
our secure, 24/7 drop box.

2. Mail in your completed
tax return postmarked by
July 15th to RITA.

4. Hand your documents to us
without leaving your car. Beginning
July 6th, use our drive-up drop-off
service at our Brecksville office
during regular business hours.
